| take great comfort in hearing these words from today’s Gospel. After
the excitement of my ordination and the first mass of thanksgiving |

_ was physically and emotionally drained and took some much-needed
time out to lean into Jesus’ words and recuperate.

.. But what does it mean to be yoked to Christ?
In ancient times, and still in some countries today, oxen or other animals are joined together by a
yoke, a wooden beam, which enables the pair of animals to share the load. This requires the two
animals to work side-by-side to carry a load which one cannot bear individually. A young
untrained ox is paired with an older trained ox so that the younger can learn from the older.
Together the two oxen can carry a load greater than if two individual oxen were working
independently.
Jesus is the older experienced ox inviting us, the weary young ox to rest a while, learn from him
and “be carried” by him. You don’t have to go it alone, Jesus accompanies you. Share your yoke,
share your cross with Christ and as you walk together, the load is lightened.
